This is a one day course with a multichoice test at the end (which 99% of people pass!) and certification lasts for 3 years.

The General Food Regulations 2004 make it an offence for anyone to sell or process food for sale which is harmful to health.  They also place an obligation on businesses to ensure that their activities are carried out in a hygienic way.  The level 2 award is now required by anyone supervising or training people who handle food for the public e.g. working in pubs, organising teas and coffees at your school fete/community event, organising a farmers market…so it is something well worth having.
While small scale beekeepers do not (currently) require this qualification by law, having it would show that you have taken your responsibility to the public seriously – just like having the BBKA Basic Assessment, for example, and if you should ever find yourself in a prosecution situation, it may help your case.

If you are a larger scale beekeeper selling more than 10-20 jars honey a week, then Environmental Health recommend you have this qualification.
