b (MID-SEASON) ARE THERE ANY QUEEN CELLS PRESENT IN THE COLONY?

4. ARE THERE ANY SIGNS OF DISEASE OR ABNORMALITY?

5. HAS THE COLONY SUFFICENT STORES TO LAST UNTIL THE NEXT INSPECTION?
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
